‘Local’ points for coaches at Tyne Green.

· Paddle up river right i.e. Park side. Scullers should be on river left. Remember they can’t see you!

· No landing on left river bank – other than beach.

· The riparian owner of the stretch above the old bridge abutments isn’t happy if canoeists play in the rapids there.

· No weir shooting or playing in the stopper below – dangerous spikes and two very sensitive fishing groups on either side. Those intending to paddle down to Corbridge / Riding Mill should access river at the white post. Groups should be no more than 6 boats and groups at least half an hour apart.

· No river trips allowed in catchment area September and October.

· No seal launching off the jetties in club boats.

· Please avoid disturing wild life including ducks as much as possible

· Be civil to other river users – there is space for all!
